Set
in the picturesque foothills of the Hogs Back, the course measures 5784 yards from
the yellow tees with a par of 70. With a mixture of heath and woodland, the tree-
lined fairways provide a particularly splendid backcloth of colour for the attractive
areas of heather and many types of wild flowers. The course, with its
predominantly sandy soil, is dry underfoot and drains quickly in the wettest of
weather for excellent playing conditions all year round.

Smart
casual wear is acceptable, however it is essential to bring a jacket and
tie for the evening as this dress is obligatory in the Dining Room
after 6.00pm
